Installation Instructions

For Single Leaf Access Panels
Introduction & Key Concepts - Outer Frame and Door Leaf

The access panel outer frame mounts to the back of the drywall and is
attached with self- drilling drywall screws through the face of the drywall.
The dimensions of the CLEAR OPENING of the outer frame are used to
determine the CUT OPENING (opening in the drywall) and the minimum
ROUGH FRAMED OPENING (spacing of framing members).

The number group following the first 4 digits in the model number is the

clear opening dimensions. Ex: An access panel with the Model Number
20-58-12/12 has a 12" x 12" CLEAR OPENING.

Standard Installation Method - Outer Frame located after drywall
The framing members need to be positioned around the intended cut
opening in the drywall to allow space for the access panel outer frame.

After drywall is installed the CUT OPENING is made leaving
a drywall lip inside the rough framed opening as shown.
The access panel outer frame is then angled through the
opening, positioned against the back of the drywall, and
secured as shown.

Alternative methods for locating the outer frame, as well
as a screw layout guide are on the next page.

Size of the CUT OPENING in drywall.

The CUT OPENING is the CLEAR OPENING + 3/8” (drywall opening size)

EX: A Model 20-58-C-12/12 with a 12”x12” panel size needs a 12-3/8"x12-3/8"
CUT OPENING in the drywall.

Size of the ROUGH FRAME OPENING
The ROUGH FRAME OPENING is between 2-1/2" and 8" larger than the CLEAR OPENING.

Insert the door leaf and test for smooth operation without binding. Remove it and finish the drywall around the outer
frame, using the raised edge as a guide. Apply a setting compound for the first coat and sand to the top of the access
panel finishing edge. Finish the door leaf similarly, cleaning off any excess mud or dust before reinserting it. Paint with
